Also a revival of the Critical Mass  took
place, seeing about 50 cyclists conges -
ting the roads for the car drivers during
rush hour to make public think about
environmental friendly behaviour .
The “mouth off gathering” was success -
fully organised. Open to public was an
exhibition, an open creative art space, a
film area, good free homemade food, and
most important, various workshops and
discussionforums were put on with seve -
ral continuing after the weekend. (see
CItY).
